Something’s up with the paper grades this week as I just got an email this AM indicating export pricing 
will be jumping across the board on all grades.  We’ll see how quickly this translates into domestic price 
changes though I imagine it will happen fairly quickly as loads have been moving pretty regularly at the 
Yellow Sheet Highs and above this month.  An export price jump right now will further push domestic 
buyers in an upward direction.  Stay tuned and if you have just about a load right now, I would think you 
can’t get hurt holding on to it until December and see what happens there.  Oh and I’m proud to say I was 
pretty right on with my Yellow Sheet guesses this month.  I guess everyone gets lucky sometimes… 
 
Plastics 
Still no change here….Base prices (mixed loads) are… 
$.23/lb for HDPE Natural 
$.11/lb for HDPE Color 
$.06/lb for PETE 
 
I’m not sure if I had mentioned it previously or not in this email but I think it is important to note that we 
are seeing plastics pricing being quoted more and more regularly with a base price (for example $.08/lb 
on PETE loads with the minimum weight being 35,000 lbs.) with actual load pricing determined by what 
the final load weight comes in at.  The pricing schedule is known beforehand and if you have a good 
handle on your average bale weights (which we often have as well), it’s no problem figuring what you can 
expect for a load.  While prices per pound are less because of lower weights (due to the fixed 
transportation costs), it is also true that the price will go up if you exceed the weight.  Call with any 
questions. 
 
Scrap 
Continues at it’s current level. 
$115/gt for delivered scrap  
$80/gt picked up depending on geography.  Please note that this price varies by location and vendor.  
Please call with questions.
