MERRY CHRISTMAS & HAPPY NEW YEAR TO ALL

Things seem to be slowly picking up again in the fiber markets after holding steady here for a few
months. All grades have seen export pricing increases over the past few weeks with particular gains seen
in OCC pricing. Mixed paper pricing also seems strong to me particularly after it increased $5/ton on the
Yellow Sheet earlier this month which took some of us by surprise. Also, FYI, we have full baled #8
news loads going out the door at $97.50/ton which is CRAZY! CRAZY! CRAZY! In a good way. Call
for more info.

Scrap metal pricing has also been up over the past few weeks with no sign it is slowing down. Current
delivered/containerized pricing is at $145/gt with bulk/picked up pricing dependant on your location. Get
it out before we get mo’ snow!

Aluminum and steel can pricing are up as well with NRRA/Schnitzer’s delivered pricing below.
Loose Aluminum Cans = $.58/Ib

Baled Aluminum Cans = $.62/Ib

Loose Steel Cans = $60/gt

Baled Steel Cans = $65/gt

Full loads, picked up, are hovering around $.70/Ib for 40k baled aluminum loads and $170/gt for 40k
baled steel can loads. Again, lighter loads or off-spec material can and will affect these prices.

Plastics pricing remains relatively stagnant with no change yet again this month. One thing I’ve noticed
is folks really seem to be enjoying the historical perspective that a graph gives so | found some time this
AM to put this together. | have refrained from identifying important personal events and superfluous “on
this day in U.S. history...” info on this timeline however.
